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GUIDE D’ANIMATION: 
ENQUÊTE SUR LES DÉPLACEMENTS

COMPRENDRE LES HABITUDES DE DÉPLACEMENT DANS LE QUARTIER

Type d’activité: Comprendre

Public cible: Résidents

Objectifs 

Cet outil demande aux résidents de faire connaître leurs habitudes de déplacement dans le quartier : choix 
du mode de transport, itinéraires préférés, itinéraires évités. Cet outil donne des renseignements détaillés sur 
les itinéraires utilisés et évités par les résidents en documentant leurs raisons. Les résultats permettent de 
comprendre les choix des itinéraires utilisés et de cibler des zones critiques.
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Manière de procéder

Matériel requis

1.	 Sondages (voir les exemples dans la section Exemples de matériel)

2.	 Planchettes à pince

3.	 Crayons

4.	 Facultatif : Dépliant d’information sur le projet ou cartes de visite, liste d’inscription

Processus d’animation

1.	 Posez les questions du sondage lors d’événements, quand vous vous occupez d’un kiosque, lorsque 
vous faites du porte-à-porte ou même en ligne.

•	 Tâchez d’être courtois lorsque vous abordez les gens lors d’événements ou lorsque vous frappez à 
leur porte. Prenez le temps d’expliquer le projet et pourquoi vous leur demandez leur avis. Envisagez 
d’apporter un dépliant qui explique le projet.
